Apply placard decals to solid square portion of four placard
frames. Fold the cover over and lock in place with the small
locking tab.

Cut two of the placard frame stanchions to approximately 1/8”
in length and mount in the V of the bolster jacking pad on the
right end of the car as viewed from the side. (Fig. 94)

Cut the other two placard frame stanchions to approximately
1/4”, form a 1/8" backward L bend in the stanchion and
cement on top of the draft gear on each end of car. These
placard frames should be on the car’s centerline and touching
the back of the end platforms.(Fig. 94)

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Painting & Final Assembly

Add about 1 oz. of weight (not included) to bring final weight of car to between 3 and 3.5 oz.
If you still have the trucks installed, remove them now.

Carefully wash the model in warm soapy water and allow to dry fully.

If you have installed the couplers, mask them to avoid paint from fouling them.

It is easier to paint this model without the A end tank head in place. The opening in the tank body provides a convenient place to
support the model during painting. Should you decide to leave the tank head off, come back to the next two steps after painting.

Place three or four drops of slow setting CA glue around the mounting shoulder of the A tank head. Align tank head carefully
and press into place until cement sets.

Once the tank head has set, cement the A end handrail in the holes on the end frame and the mount in the center of the tank
head.

Paint using your preferred model railroad paint.

Once paint is dry, apply gloss coat and decal according to instructions provided on the last page of this document. Refer to the
drawings and prototype photos for decal placement. After decals are dry, complete painting with a flat or semi-gloss finish.

Install placard frames (see previous page)

If not already done, install the couplers by removing the couplers and centering springs from a Kadee #78 coupler set and installing
in the car’s coupler boxes. Cement the lids in place.
