Rail Yard Models offers craftsman style kits in cast urethane resin plastic. Our focus is on producing
highly detailed models of equipment in service after 1960 and up to the present day. Our focus is on
cars of special interest that due to their limited production or small numbers of railroads that owned
them, would likely never be produced in injection molded styrene. Models produced by Rail Yard
Models fill the void between commercially available products and scratch building or kitbashing. We
also try to keep models in constant production. No more hunting around trying to track down a car kit
you may have missed or waiting months for the next batch to be produced!

Our models feature “three dimensional” body castings as opposed to being flat kits. Since these are
kits, the body castings may require additional components and major structures to be added. (roof,
underframe and variable design elements)  The castings are done with state of the art mold
techniques and materials. This effort produces castings with high levels of detail and excellent fit and
finish.

Most of our kits also feature etched metal parts that proivide ultra-fine levels of detail. The metal
parts, while being very accurate in size and shape are also very strong compared to plastic parts of
similar size. This allows our models to be handled without fear of destroying fine detail.

Rail Yard Models kits are also very complete. Each of our HO scale kits include trucks with
semi-scale metal wheelsets, decals appropriate for the car and specific era as well as detailed
instructions featuring color prototype images. Unless noted, every model also includes full brake
detail that can be optionally added by the modeler. Drawings and prototype photos provide the
information necessary to install these details. Our kits can be as detailed as you want them to be.
Aside from the typical tools and adhesives required to build model railroad kits, the only items that
are required to finish one of our kits is paint and couplers.

PENN CENTRAL/KELLOGG’S X79 BOX CAR

100 of these cars were built by Thrall in mid-1973 for the Kellogg Company and leased to Penn Central. After April 1976,
they saw service Conrail with some receiving fiull Conrail paint. Many of these cars are still in service across the country in
PC green and Conrail red wearing KELX reporting marks for Kellogg's. They are at home on model railroads from 1973 to
the present. These cars typically stayed in the northeast during the Penn Central and early Conrail eras. Since the
mid-90’s their range has expanded with sightings across the US.

The Rail Yard Models Penn Central/Kellogg's X79 box car features a single piece body casting similar to the injection
molded box car kits most modelers are familiar with. A separate roof allows access to the inside for adding weight (not
included) In addition, full underframe detail is included with the kit. The coupler pockets have been redesigned to use KD
#78 couplers. The decal sets includes KELX reporting marks for those interested in modeling the painted out cars. The
CD-ROM includes a full color instruction guide with dozens of assembly images. Also included is a color history document
showing these cars in full Penn Central paint as well as KELX “paint-outs” of both Penn Central and Conrail cars.

If you have never built a urethane craftsman kit before, this is the perfect “beginner’s model”. As you can see in the photo
below, the parts included are not much different than what is included in many modern undecorated styrene box car kits.
If you can build a kits like Branchline, Intermountain or Proto 2000 boxcars, and can paint and decal, you can build this car!

MISSOURI PACIFIC SHORT BAY WINDOW CABOOSE

In the late 70's, the Missouri Pacific started to update their caboose fleet. International Car Company was consulted to
produce a new series of cars and came up with the general design of what would become the short bay window caboose.
(This is a true road caboose, not a transfer caboose as many think.) Missouri Pacific decided to build the cars in-house at
their Desoto & Sedalia shops, rather than have them built by International Car. Between 1977 and 1983 ,351 of these were
built with many still in service today wearing MP red or UP yellow caboose colors and some in UP MOW green.

This kit has been recently redesigned to incorporate etched metal parts for the handrails, greatly simplifying construction.
In addition, the underframe details have been upgraded to better represent the brake system. The draft gear have also
been improved as well, now using Kadee #78 couplers. This model features custom printed decals and MV Products
Lenses along with metal semi-scale wheelsets. And finally, the instructions for this model have also been upgraded to our
now standard CD-ROM. The instructions feature over 100 full color images and true step by step instructions. The CD also
includes a full color history document with many color photos of the prototype and detail shots.

NYC 122-F HOT COIL STEEL CAR

In the 1960’s the New York Central saw a need for cars specially designed to handle hot coil steel. Most coil cars of this
period had some form of cover to protect the coils in transit. However, hot coils did not require this protection, and cars
were built without covers to simplify loading and unloading. 205 cars were built by Greenville Steel Car between 8/67 &
10/67 as New York Central lot 122-F. These 125 ton capacity cars were assigned to NYC 753000-753204. These cars
were passed along to Penn Central, then Conrail and many still serve for CSX and NS.

The P&LE cars had a far less colorful history. 100 cars were built by Despatch Shops, Inc. between 10/68 & 12/68.
Following NYC practice, these were designated with their lot number (154F) and numbered P&LE 42900-42999. These
cars were identical to the Greenville built NYC lot 122-F with only minor exceptions. (Full width cross bearer I braces,
channel braces on center bulkheads) Between 10/75 and 1/76, the 95 remaining cars were transferred to National Steel
Corp. National Steel repainted and numbered these cars NSAX 8400-8494.

Our craftsman kit includes a single piece body casting with separate bulkheads and detail parts. The coil troughs are
modeled with a special “stealth weight” set from Adair Shops. This kit was our first to use etched metal parts (end and side
walk ways) supplied by Plano Model Products. The cars will accept Kadee #78 couplers in the kit's castings. Accu-mate
Proto:HO couplers will fit as well. (Couplers not included) Correct 125 ton trucks with 38" semi-scale metal wheelsets are
included. The detailed CD-ROM instructions include almost 100 step by step color photos plus a full color prototype history
document along with lettering diagrams. Kits are available with your choice of NYC, P&LE, PC, CR, NSAX (National Steel)
and Norfolk Southern decals.

Sulfuric acid is one of the most commonly hauled commodities on US railroads. Due to it's high density, 100 ton loads can
be shipped in relatively small cars. This specific type of sulfuric acid car was designed and built by Union Tank Car
Company between November 1977 and March 1979 with most still in service today.

Our model of this tank car features a three piece tank body composed of a cylindrical tank and two end caps. Additional
castings are supplied for the top and bottom fittings, draft gear/stub sills, bolsters and end frames. A large number of
etched metal parts from Plano Model Products are included to form the end and top platforms, ladders as well as the
brake rigging. This kit includes trucks and semi-scale metal wheelsets. The coupler pockets are designed for Kadee #78
couplers. The kit includes UTLX decals and detailed instructions on a mini-CD ROM with many pages of color prototype
photos.

PENN CENTRAL G47 FRUEHAUF 52’-6” GONDOLA

In 1971 Fruehauf built 1500 of these gondolas for the Penn Central. 1000 cars were ordered with steel floors and 500 with
wood floors. These 52'-6" inside length cars were placed into the G47 class. Interestingly, the steel and wood floor cars
were not separated into sub classes. The cars have fixed ends and were built with load anchors along the top rail. These
gondolas saw many types of service, and were frequently damaged, especially the ends. Over the years, cars were
repaired and had replacement ends installed. These ends were different than the originals, and in some cases two types
of ends could be found on the same car. In 1976 the cars became part of the Conrail fleet. During the Conrail era, groups
of these cars were fitted with coil steel troughs and classified as GBS. Many of these cars survive today and are operated
by NS and CSX.

The Rail Yard Models G47 features a single piece body casting with separate ends. Each kit includes the three types of
ends used so you can customize your cars to suit your era. NS GP28 kits include current rebuild ends. The kit includes
trucks with semi-scale 36" metal wheelsets, brake and underframe details, etched metal parts from Plano Model Products,
floor mounted weight and decals. (Conrail decals include "NYC" reporting marks for the post-Conrail modelers) Cars will
accept most of the popular couplers available. Wood floor cars include a laser cut wood floor insert and cars for coil
service will include a coil steel trough. The  full color instructions on CD-ROM will guide you through the assembly steps.

All G47 kits include a flat steel
weight that serves as the floor for steel floor and coil service cars, or is hidden under the wood insert.



Pullman Standard built 460 of these frameless cars between 10/1967 and 8/1971. New York Central ordered 200 of them
and Pullman used 160 of these in leasing service under the TLCX and TLDX reporting marks. The NYC cars worked for
Penn Central and Conrail. Many were sold off in the 80’s and are seen today wearing various degrees of repaints. Cars not
sold by Conrail were split between Norfolk Southern and CSX. The CSX cars have even been re-stenciled with NYC
reporting marks, a few still wearing a faded New York Central heralds and original numbers.

This kit brings the combination of urethane casting and etched metal to a new high. Along with the etched metal roof walk
and supports, the end posts and ladders of this model are formed from high quality etched metal parts. These provide an
incredibly accurate yet sturdy model. Kits all include trucks with semi-scale metal wheels, brake details and decals.

This kit also marks the debut of CD-ROM based instructions. A Mini CD is included with a 30 page step by step assembly
guide with over 50 full color images. The space on the CD allows us to increase the prototype history section to 6 pages.

PULLMAN-STANDARD 4785 cf. PS-2CD (Early version)



Starting in 8/1971, Pullman Standard changed the design of this car slightly to utilize large vertical end plates and shorter
stub sills. Penn Central purchased 1751 of these cars, with an additional 165 cars being shared among MKT (2 cars),
Milwaukee (3 cars), and the remaining 160 cars to Pullman Transport Leasing (TLCX & PTLX). The Penn Central cars
went on to serve Conrail, with many being sold off in the 80’s to various leasing companies. A number even went to
Burlington Northern and were given full BN paint jobs before being sold again to Caldwell-Baker to wear RFMX marks.
Conrail cars that were not sold eventually were split up between Norfolk Southern and CSX.

This kit brings the combination of urethane casting and etched metal to a new high. Along with the etched metal roof walk
and supports, the end posts and ladders of this model are formed from high quality etched metal parts. These provide an
incredibly accurate yet sturdy model. These kits include trucks with semi-scale metal wheels, brake details and decals.

PULLMAN-STANDARD 4785 cf. PS-2CD (Late version)



PULLMAN-STANDARD 4785 cf. PS-2CD (SSW H-100-21)

A 100 car block of the early production 4785 cf. PS-2CD cars were built for the St. Louis Southwestern “Cotton Belt”
railroad. These 100 cars differed from the other early production cars in two significant ways. First, they had three separate
roof hatches rather than the continuous trough of the other cars. Second, they were fitted with gravity-pneumatic hopper
outlets. This model incorporates new roof and detail castings to faithfully represent these unique differences. In the late
1980’s, the SSW cars were leased to Greenbrier Railcar’s Golden West Service program. The cars were rebuilt and
repainted into the blue with yellow and red markings. The cars carrried KCS, Coe Rail (CRLE) and Galveston Railroad
(GVSR) reporting marks.

This kit follows the same construction arrangement as the other Rail Yard Models PS-2CD cars. Along with the etched
metal roof walk and supports, the end posts and ladders of this model are formed from high quality etched metal parts.
These provide an incredibly accurate yet sturdy model. These kits also include trucks with semi-scale metal wheels, brake
details and decals.

A Mini CD is included with a 30 page step by step assembly guide with over 50 full color images.

Starting in 1964, the Pennsy started building these unique 50' outside braced, plug door box cars. The majority of parts
were supplied by third party contractors: sides and doors  by Youngstown Steel, roof and ends by Standard Railway Eq.,
cushion underframe components from Hydra-Cushion or Keystone and a variety of smaller parts by others. The Pennsy
then assembled the "kits" on home built underframes in their Sam Rea shops in Hollidaysburg, PA. A total of 2565 X58
cars were eventually built by the PRR. In addition, 100 of these cars were built for the Lehigh Valley.

Features of the Rail Yard Models X58 include a highly detailed single piece body casting with separate roof. Lehigh Valley
and Penn Central MOW cars are cast in white plastic to ease paint coverage issues. Detail parts are included to model
cars with either the Hydra-Cushion or Keystone cushion underframe. Etched metal parts are included to model the end
ladders, brake platforms, underframe brake details and roof walks for the PRR & LV cars.

As with our other kits, these include trucks with semi-scale metal wheels, decals and brake details. Full color assembly
instructions and prototype history are provided on a mini CD-ROM.

North American Car Company built these pressure differential cars starting in 1969. They are commonly used to haul
cement and other dense, powdered products such as talc, caustic soda and bentonite. They were leased by a wide variety
of Class I railroads as well as smaller private companies. Many of these cars survive today.

TRINITY INDUSTRIES MOLTEN SULFUR TANK CAR

Molten sulfur is a commonly carried commodity that uses purpose built cars for transport. It's most common uses are the
production of sulfuric acid and other chemicals, fertilizers, gunpowder, matches, insecticides, detergents, dyes, fungicides
and the vulcanization of tires. Sulfur is produced through direct mining of elemental sulfur or through the refining of oil and
natural gas.

Features of the Rail Yard Models Trinity Molten Sulfur Tank Car include a single piece body casting with separate tank
ends and draft gear. The kit features extensive use of etched metal parts for components including the end frames, top
platforms and various mounting brackets. The draft gear castings are designed to work with double shelf couplers. As with
our other kits, these include trucks with semi-scale metal wheels, decals and brake details. Full color assembly
instructions and prototype history are provided on a mini CD-ROM.

PENNSYLVANIA RAILROAD G41A COIL STEEL CAR

248 of these signature cars were built between 1965 and 1968 in the Pennsylvania's Sam Rea shops in Hollidaysburg,
Pennsylvania. They continued to be used by Penn Central and Conrail with a few surviving into the Norfolk Southern era.
These cars were among the first dedicated coil steel cars built in the US, and up until recent times, were unique in their
short length. The car uses a Pullman-Standard 60" travel Hydrocushion  underframe to protect the coils from damage. The
car's distinctive hoods have angled corners to help with alignment when covering the load. They are designed to carry
coils up to 84" in diameter arranged perpendicular to the length of the car seated between the triangular trough peaks.

This kit is composed of a single piece body, with separate underframe, optional coil hoods and various cast detail parts.
The kit will include correct 125T trucks with 38" semi-scale wheelsets. Other features of this kit are etched metal details,
decals and coupler pockets that will accept scale head Kadee #78 couplers. As with our other kits, the G41A will include
extensive full color instructions and prototype history document with detail photos on a mini CD-ROM.
